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The Supporting State Maternal and Child Health Policy Innovation Program (MCH PIP) aims to support innovative state-level policy initiatives that improve 
access to quality health care for the MCH population. The MCH PIP supports the development of policy solutions, acceleration of state and local progress, 
and dissemination of MCH policy best practices and lessons learned.  

The MCH PIP is designed to be fexible and is intended to address the priorities and needs at national, state, and local levels. Award recipients will 
convene cohorts of MCH stakeholders and support them in the development, implementation, and evaluation of policy initiatives in collaboration with 
their peers. Recipients may select project priorities and develop initiatives in response to emerging needs; they are also encouraged to include one or 
more of the following priorities:
