e Builds upon decades of scientific research showing that home visits by a nurse, social worker, early
childhood educator, or other trained professional during pregnancy and in the first years of a child’s life
helps prevent child abuse and neglect, supports positive parenting, improves maternal and child health,
and promotes child development and school readiness

e Behavioral Concern Inquiries: Caregivers were asked if they had any concerns regarding their child's
development, behavior, or learning in 94.6% of postpartum home visits

e Spreading a Culture of Quality: Local Implementing Agencies are expanding Continuous Quality
Improvement (CQl) teams, and activities beyond the MIECHV Program reach. Examples include a
countywide Safe Sleep project and a regional approach to maternal depression
