Wisconsin Targets Community Needs

MIECHV Program awardees serve high-risk populations. Awardees tailor their programs to
serve populations of need within their state.

e 91.9% of households were low income
e 41.7% of households included someone who used tobacco products in the home
e 40.6% of households included someone with low student achievement

Wisconsin Performance Highlights

e Behavioral Concern Inquiries: Caregivers were asked if they had any concerns
regarding their child's development, behavior, or learning in 98.8% of
postpartum home visits

¢ Intimate Partner Violence (IPV) Screening: 93.6% of caregivers enrolled in home
visiting were screened for IPV within 6 months of enroliment

e State of Wisconsin Strategic Planning: A five-year strategic blueprint was
developed outlining the new Mission and Vision for Wisconsin Home Visiting.
Goals and strategies were developed around four domains: Family-Centered;
Growth and Sustainability; Quality Workforce; Learning and Improvement
