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e Builds upon decades of scientific research showing that home visits by a nurse, social worker, early
childhood educator, or other trained professional during pregnancy and in the first years of a child’s life
helps prevent child abuse and neglect, supports positive parenting, improves maternal and child health,
and promotes child development and school readiness

e Continuity of Insurance Coverage: 97.1% of caregivers enrolled in PAT
home visiting had continuous health insurance coverage for at least 6
consecutive months

e Depression Screening: 90.8% of caregivers enrolled in home visiting were screened for depression within
3 months of enrollment or within 3 months of delivery
